Welcome to Starstruck!!
We are so pleased you are joining us at Starstruck this year!  We appreciate your business and hope you will let us know if there is any way we can help to make this the best dance experience for your child.  The office is staffed Monday-Thursday from 5:00-9:00.  Please feel free to stop by, call, or e-mail us if you have concerns or need assistance.  Below are some of the studio guidelines that will help our studio run smoother.  Again, thanks for being part of our Starstruck family!! 

Safety Issues: Please ask your student to enter and leave ONLY through the main door. We will also ask your child to stay in the foyer until they see their parents outside. In case of a tornado we will keep your child at the studio until you come to pick them up. Please watch weather reports when serious weather threatens. 
Observation Times: Parents may watch classes the first week of October, December, February, and April.  We do ask that you not bring other children to observe classes, as it often becomes disruptive. We do not allow parents in the classroom during normal classes, as it makes the teacher’s job much more difficult.  

Recital: All students will be featured in a recital on June 3rd.  It will be held at one of the Blue Valley  Schools, and we will pass on that information as soon as it becomes available. Costumes for recital classes cost $55 per student per class.  The costume fees are due October 11th.  This will allow us to order costumes BEFORE Christmas and get them earlier.  There is a recital fee of $45 that is due with your April tuition.  This entitles your to two tickets to the recital and a recital t-shirt that will be worn in the recital.
Tardiness Policy: No student will be allowed into a class after the first fifteen minutes.  We find that tardiness interrupts other students, as well as embarrasses your child.  Please try and be on time!!

Snow/Vacation Days: We follow the Shawnee Mission School District for Christmas and Spring break vacations. In case of inclement weather, please check the website to see if the studio is open.  Even if Shawnee Mission does not have school, we may still hold classes if the roads improve throughout the day.  If in doubt please check the website or call the studio. We do have class on Martin Luther King’s Birthday and President’s day.
Proper Attire: Proper dance leotards and shoes are required for each class.  Students in ballet classes must wear pink tights, a black leotard, pink ballet shoes and hair pulled back. This is also the attire for tap/ballet combination classes. Modern requires a dark leotard. Student in other classes can wear and color or style of dance attire.  No baggy t-shirts or jeans allowed in class.  For hip hop, tennis shoes are acceptable. Please put names on all shoes and personal items.  Absolutely no gum is allowed! No soda or food is permitted in the dance rooms or in the main lobby.  Only water is allowed in the dance rooms. We ask students to clean up their own food messes and to eat only in the kitchen. Please take your dance bag into the dance room – no bags in the lobby area. Lost & found is located in the lounge closet, items are taken to charity on a monthly basis, so check often for belongings.  
Attendance: Students are expected to attend all classes.  Frequent absences hold back other students in the classes.  Please do not drop students off more than 15 minutes prior to class starting and be sure to pick them up promptly.  We reserve the right to dismiss any student whose attitude, attendance, or conduct is found unsatisfactory.  There is no refund or credit for missed classes. We have a liberal make-up policy, and classes must be made up within 30 days. Please do not ask us to transfer credit to another month, as we are unable to accommodate that request.
Tuition: Tuition should be paid the first class of each month and is due regardless of the number of classes in the month.  Tuition not paid by the 15thh of the  month will result in a $10 bookkeeping fee.  This fee will be strongly enforced.  Students with outstanding accounts will not be admitted to class unless other arrangements have been made. No refund will be issued for students who do not complete classes for which they have paid.  There will be a $30 charge for returned checks.  Please put all cash in an envelope with the student’s name on it.  It is best to get a receipt from the front desk when paying cash.

Communication: In order to save costs we primarily communicate by email.  Be sure we always have your correct email. If you do not use email, please check the bulletin board for announcements or the website.
